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PREFACE 

 The teaching of Comprehension and Composition to children 

aged between six to eight can be difficult. At each stage of the 

teaching process, decisions have to be made on the suitability and 

applicability. Children need to understand and assimilate the 

information presented to them. 

 This book hopes to address these difficulties. Each chapter is 

divided into three sections, namely: Comprehension, Language 

Activity and Composition. We believe that children are capable of 

understanding difficult words within a meaningful context. Exposure 

to vocabulary of varying levels of difficulty allows the children to 

develop their vocabulary beyond what is usually expected of them. 

The comprehension  passages are carefully written to complement 

the situations they encounter on a day-to-day basis. Children are 

introduced to different ways of looking at different situations and 

challenged to make inferences. 

 The next section, Language Activity , focuses on building up 

grammar skills. It contains activities to check sentence structure, 

adjectives, vocabulary, verbs, conjunctions, prepositions, singular 

and plural nouns and subject-verb agreement. 

 The last section on Composition  aims to build up children’s 

writing ability progressively. Earlier chapters start off with picture 

compositions to guide children in their writing. As the compositions 

increase in difficulty, helping words / phrases may be provided to 

assist them. As children have been introduced to different ways of 

talking about the different situations in the comprehension passages, 

this is a natural extension of their writing skills. 
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4.1 Comprehension
